Two decades after Bt cotton made its debut in India,
commercialisation of genetically modified crops
remains mired in complex procedural issues

In a normal world, feld oi-
als of @ new variant would have
been a routine exercise that
seed companies need to con-
duect to test a variant before its
commercial release or further
evaluation.

But given the complexities,
delays and political controversy
that have marked the commer-
rialisation of genetically modi-
fied (GM)crops in Indiz, thisrel-
atively small move is being seen
a5 a significant step forward in
SO (UATTETs.

Seed industry players said
the kitest application for BG-3
RREF field trials was first submit-
ted in 2006 to the Genetic Engj-
neering Appraisal Committes
{GEALC), but was subsequently
withdrawn because things
weren't moving forward.

Mahyco re-submitted its
application in December 2021,
after which the company.
according to curtent proce-
dures, had to get an NOC from
each state where it wanted to
comduct field trials.

The company approached

“Put, it seems, this vear (oo

The first change, pro-GM
scientists said, made political
interference in  the final
approval of GM crops more pro-
nouneed. The second pushed
the entire burden of GM
approvals o the states, which

“This overturngd the entire
process and states, being (-
equipped to handle izsues relai-
ed to field trials of GM crops in
the first place, particularly
when the GIZAL had not cleared
them, stopped giving NOCs
altogether. As a result, for the
past five or six years, no field

trial of any GM crop has taken
place in the country.” said
Bhagirath Choudhary. founder
director of the South Asiz
Biotechnology Centre.

He said the entire process
has been made so complicated
and slow that companies fear
venturing into this. “That is
why in the last 33 vears, just
one crop (cotton) has been
approved for commercial
usage,” Chondhuory said.

Meanwhile, demand from
fanmers is growing as attacks of
pink boliworm, one of the
Dizgest pest infestations facing
cotton farmers in india, are ris-
ing by the day.

The result, Choudhury
pointed out, is that cheap fikes
of B5-3 are proliferating the
market, caising losses toall.

He said a strong regulatory
mechanism proposad under the
draft Biotechnolozy Regilatory
Authority of India Bill should
be again considered to ensure
that science does not suffer. Bot
the Rill has been in cold storaps
simce 2008,

On the other hand, G V
Ramanjanevulo, executive
director. Cenire for Sustain-
able Agriculture, feeis that
unless there is a regulatory sys-
tem that caters to the reguire-
ments of 2ist-century India,
curtailing feld trials is the only
way to ensure that biosafety
protocols and norms as far as
GM crops are concermned are
not violated with impunity by
seed companies.

“Alse, one nost remember
that the Supreme Court-
appointed high-powered com-
mittes on GM crops and subse-
quent pariamentary panels had
found that there is no need for
HT crops in the country. 5o,
unless there is an intention o
bypass the panel’s recommen-
dations, states should notallow
ficld trials of GM crops”
Ramanianeyuu said,

The 5C panel had said that
ower time, HT cropswionld most
likely exert a highly adverse
impact on sustainable agricul-
ture, rural livelihoods and envi-
ronment, and that the paneal
found them completely unsuait-
able in the Indian contest.

Kaundinya of F5II said that
a5 a middle path, the Centre
could explore the possibility of
notifying some sites within
ICAR-Centres or ‘agriculture
universities where field trials of
M crops can be conducted.

Manufacturers decryban
onrigid single-use plastics

Industry grouse: no specifications fixed for products, although they are
fully recyclable; non-recyclable packaging used by FM(G firms let off

Days before the July 1 ban on
22 single-nse plastic products,
makers of rigid plastic plates,
trays, spoons and forks,
belonging mosthy to the small-
scale sector, have complained
to the government of adopling
different standards on ban-
ning single-use plastics.

The Thermoformers and
Allied Industries Association
{TAIA), which represents 850
manufacturers  emploving
200,000 people (and SO0
indirectly), has pointed out
thatwhile the government has
imposed a blanket ban on their
products without providing
any specifications for exemp-
tions, it has exempted multi-
layered packaging used by
large global and domestic fast-
moving consumer goods com-
panies for packing snacks.
chips, coffee and so on.

This, despite the fact that
these packaging materials,
with thickness between 20 and
30 microns, are litter-prone,
non-bio-degracdable, non-recy-
clable and are made out of
materials such as plastic and
aluminiwm.

What's more, says the
TAIA, exemption has also
been granted to high-density
polyethylene (HDPE) carry
bags of above 75 microns
(they have to go up to 100
microns by December), which
are also single-use plastics.

though they are recyclable
and have thickness above 150-
200 microns. {Heavy materi-
als can be picked up and recy-
cled unlike lighter ones that
stay on in landfills). The rules
prohibit the manufacture,
sale, distribution and inven-
tory storage of these products
despite the fact that they

account for only 1.5 per cent
of all the gross waste from sin-
gle-use plastics,

Says Bhavesh Bhojani, sec-
retary of the TALA, "What we
are asking is that just like in
other categories, the govern-
ment should come out with
specifications that we have to
follow to get exemption. After
all, our products are fully recy-
clable. And we need some tme
to acdjust to the new specifica-
tions.”

He says that in its presen-
tation to the government, the
TAIA has asked for specifica-
tions for exemptions — such
a5 rigid plastic plates and trays
not weighing lessthan 5 gm or
having thickness not below
150 microns, and plastic cups
and glasses weighing not less
than 5 pmoor havinge a capacity
of 210 ml.

Bhojani points out that loss
of employment apart, loans
exceeding 15,000 crore taken
by the companies will turn
into non-performing assets if
the ban is imposed.

Experts argue that while
multi-layered packaging has
been allowed becanse it pro-
vides shelflife, under the new
recycling rules 30 per cent of
the plastic that goes into them
hias i be recycled over the next
three years. The government
has also made producers,
brand owners and importers
responsible for giving details
of the way they are recycling
the plastic they use.

Disparate and slow
recovery of sentiments

After over two years since the
devastating  lockdown of
March-April 2020, the Index of
Consumer Sentiments (ICS) is
still sipnificantty lower than its
pre-lockdown level, The [C5 of
May 2002 was 357 per cert low-
er than its level in February
2020 Households have suffered
a kot more than can be ganged
by the usual economic indica-
tons like GIDP growth.

The recovery has been
uneven. Enterprises reaped
record profits and the govern-
ment benefited by collecting
record taxes. But, households
strugeled to see their nominal
incomes recover to their pre-
pandemic levels, Average house-
hold income in Jannary 2022
was just 3.1 per cent higher in
nominal terms than its January
2020 level. The consumer price
index rose by 114 per cent during.
thesame period. Real household
income, therefore, remained
much bower than its level before
the lockdowns. This is a severe
hit to househokds.

It is not surprising, therefore,
that consumer sentiment con-
tinues to be seriously bruised.

Howsshold perceptions of their
own well-being and expecta-
tions of their futare contimae to
be worse than they were before
the lockdowns.

Consumer sentiments have
been recovering, but at a very
slow pace. Worse still. this
recovery has been decelerat-
ing in recent months. Further,
this recovery is skewed in
favour of the rich.

Berween June 2020, when
the recovery began, and May
2022 the average monthly
increase in the ICS was 2.2 per
cent. The median monthiy
increase was also 2.2 percent. In
January and Febniary 2022_the
erowth was distinctly hizher at
4 per cent and 5 per cent, respec-
tively. Then it fell to 2.7 per cent
in March 3 per cent in April and
(.8 per cent in May. This is the
slowing of the recovery process.

June 2022 might do better,
but it is unlikely to reflect any
significant improvement in
Sentiments.

The 30-day moving average
IC5as of June 26 was 1.3 per cent
higher than its level as of May-
end. The iast four days of June
are unlikely tochange this posi-
tion much. The June 20122 ICS
may be about 1.3 per cent higher
than the level in May 2022,

This looks like a recovery
from the falling growth trend
and the abysmally low (L8 per
cent growth recorded in May.
Put. the trénd seen durine the
fourweeks of une does not rein-
force such a belief. Much of the
erowth of the ICS in June is

derived from the nearly 9 per
cent jump recorded in the first
week. After that the index fell by
1 per cent in the second week
and recovered by 1.3 per cent in
the third week. But. in theweek
ended June 26, the 105 fell by a
substantial 21 percent. Thisvo-
yvo weekly growth does not sup-
port the recovery arsurment.

Household expectations
from the furure are muted. This
is, perhaps, understandable. Job
prospects are not getting any
better fior the vast majority. The
recent Agniveers episode was
bad optics for young hopefuls.
Inflation has been high and
interest rates have been rising.
The southwest monsoon got off
tova patchy start and kharifsow-
ing is delayed. Noneof this bode
well for households that have
still not recovered, in real terms,
from the lockdown blow.

While the ICS as of June 26
was 1.3 per cent higher than its
lewed in May 2022, the Index of
Current Economic Conditions
(H2C), which reflect crment con-
ditions of households, had done
much better, having scaled up
by 27 per cent. Growth in the
Index of Consumer Expectations
(FCE), which reflects expecta-
tions, was muted. It grew by ondy
(14 per cent.

Poorer households haveseen
4 much slower recovery in con-
sumer sentiments compared to
the well-off households. While
the overall ICS in May 2022 was
357 per cent lower than its pre-
pandemic level in February
2320, the ICS of howseholds with

incomes less than 0000 per
ANUM was 46 per cent lower.

The pace of recovery of the
IS was directly proportional to
the income levels of households,
The ICS of households with an
annual  imcome  between
BOOO00 and 200,000 was 404
per cent lower: those with
incomes between 200,000 and
THO0O0C per anmum saw the ICS
fall by a lower 31.2 per cent; and
those with incomes betwesn
500,000 and T million peran-
i saw the 1CS fall by an even
lower 307 per cent. The lowest
fall in the ICS is of households
with the highest income bracket
ofmorethan 3 million per ann-
. The ICS of these howseholds
in May 2022 was 252 per cent
lower than in February 2020,
sumer sentimenis 2ot sharper in
May 2022, The overall ICS had
grown by 0.8 per cent in the
month. However, the lowest
mung saw sentiments decline by
a substantial B2 per cent and the
next ming saw their 105 shrink
by 3.2 per cent. Cnly households
that exrned more than 300,000
per annom recorded an increase
in ICS in May. The ICS of house-
holds with an annual income
betwreen 200000 and 500,000
increased by 24 percent.

Richer households reported
much higher growth in 105 in
May 2022, Those with incomes
between 0000 and 21 million
per annum saw their IG5 jump
up by 18 per cent, and those with
annual income in excess of 1
million saw their ICS go up by
194 per cent.

The slowing down of con-
sumer sentiments can delay the
recovery in private final con-
sumption expenditure and the
disparity in its recovery has
implications on the nature of
the recovery.
